During her participation in the FDC Summit Forum,
Prof. Reem Bahgat highlighted in the panel
discussion entitled (Future Participation of Females
in Cybersecurity in terms of Reality, opportunities,
and Challenges and their role in promoting the
State's Efforts towards digital transformation) that
Cybersecurity is a highly demanded discipline in
Egypt during the current period, generally for both
males and females. Female students range from 20
to 25%, and almost half of the total number of
computing and information technology students.
High enrollment comes from the importance of this
specialization and its role in preserving and
protecting data against cyber theft and digital
systems from cyberattacks.

Prof. Ahmed Hassan, EUI’s Vice President for academic affairs, was
invited as a keynote speaker at the 2nd Annual Conference of
Post Graduate Studies for Applied Science at Benha University to
discuss top trends in Computer, software, and artificial
intelligence.
